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Surface Preparation

Ensure all surfaces are clean, sound, free of dust, form oils, release agents and other foreign matter. Surfaces of powdery nature will require
consolidation with Dulux Acratex AcraPrime SB as a sealer. Surface imperfections, misalignments and protrusions must be levelled and patched flush
to the surrounding surfaces. Remove or treat against corrosion all metal objects on the surface. It is recommended that all surfaces be primed with
Dulux Acratex AcraPrime to achieve even surface absorption prior to the application of Dulux Acratex Tuscany Super Fine. 

Application Procedure and Equipment

Trowel and Hawk finished with a plastic trowel 
Dulux Acratex Tuscany Super Fine is applied to the substrate via trowel and hawk at the minimum rate of 0.8 square metres per litre depending on
the substrate condition and porosity.  
Once applied by stainless steel trowel the product is processed with a plastic finishing float to a uniform fine trowel finish. Single areas are
completed in one application so as to avoid join marks.  
Large areas will need to be articulated into workable sections especially during periods of high temperatures. Product should be tinted and
thoroughly mixed before use.

•	The exterior texture coatings should be cleaned on a regular basis.
